Forming a Good Conscience in Everyday Life

The Church is deeply and firmly committed to freedom of conscience.  But what does this mean in practice?  How do faithful Christians form their conscience responsibly?  The Church’s teaching on many global issues may be clear, but how do Christians who want to “do the right thing” decide the moral questions that arise for them in daily life?  

EFFCOM has invited Darlene Weaver, Ph.D., a Villanova University moral theologian and mother of two young children, to address these and other ethical questions in six lively, interactive sessions beginning in September 2007 and extending through May 2008.  The series will also feature four nationally-known experts in Christian ethics.  Each session will focus on moral decisions that arise in daily life, consider relevant Church teaching, and help participants to develop the skills to educate their consciences and make responsible moral decisions.  The sessions are:

· Conscience Formation - What is conscience?  If conscience can err, why should it always guide us?  How do we form a good conscience?  (Dr. Weaver) September 20, 2007
· Moral Challenges At the Beginning and End of Life – How to deal with issues like unplanned pregnancy, testing for disability before birth, living wills, and choices regarding the care of elders with diagnosed disabilities.  (Dr. William Werpehowski with Dr. Weaver.) October 18, 2007
· Love and Justice in the Family – How to balance the call to self sacrifice with the imperative for fairness and the many needs of family life?  (Rev. James Keenan, S.J., with Dr. Weaver.) December 6, 2007

 

· Ethics in the Workplace - Family leave needs and the greater good, hiring and discipline issues, fair pay and workplace policies, honesty and whistle-blowing, integrity in the workplace.   (James Nolan, with Dr. Weaver.) January 31, 2008
· Violence and Peacemaking: Everyday issues such as verbal and physical abuse in our relationships, societal expressions of violence, and the practice of nonviolence.  (Rev. Thomas Massaro, S.J., with Dr. Weaver.) April 10, 2008

  
· "As We Forgive Those":  Exploring the many dimensions of forgiveness in our lives, and how we acknowledge that in the end all our efforts to lead a moral life depend entirely upon the saving grace of God. (Dr. Weaver) May 8, 2008
